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Requirements for publucations

General information

1. The authors name(s) should appear only
on the title page and on the submission letter.
2. General Format: The entire manuscript
(title page, abstract, text, references, tables,
legend) must be typed or printed double

— spaced on one side of white bond paper
A4 size with no hand — written corrections.
Each element of the manuscript (title page,
abstract, text, references, tables, legend)
should begin on a new page. All pages should
be numbered. The author should keep a copy
of all materials submitted.

3. Title page: Includes manuscript title,
authors name(s) and degrees, institutional
affiliation, acknowledgenents (e.g., funding
sources). Designate a corresponding author
and provide contact information (full address,
telephone and fax).

4. Structured Abstract: A concise abstract of
not more than 250 words is required for all
original clinical and basic science contribu-
tions, including review articles. For rapid
assimilation these shoud be written according
to the guidelines below.

¢ For clinical studies:

a) Objective: Brief, clear statement of the
main goals of the investigation;

b) Study design: Specify the type of study
— randomised prospective double blind, ret-
rospective case review, etc.

c) Setting: Primary care vs. tertiary referral
center; ambulatory vs. hospital, etc.

d) Patients: Primary eligibility criteria; main
demographic features.

e) Interventions: Diagnostic, therapeutic,
and)or rehabilitative.

f) Main outcome measure(s): The most
essential criterion that addresses the
study’s central hypothesis.

g) Results: Include statistical measures where
appropriate.

i) Conclusions: Include only those directly
supported by data generated from this
study.

¢+ For basic science reports:

a) Hypothesis: Brief, clear statement of the
main goals of the investigation.

b) Background: Concise orientation for the
reader unfamiliar wiht the line of investiga-
tion.

c) Methods: Summary of techniques and
materials employed.

d) Results: Include statitical measures where
appropriate.

e) Conclusions: Include only those direct by
supported by data generated from this
study.

Emphasize clinical relevance wherever pos-

sible.

¢ For reviews and meta-analysis:

a) Objective: Brief, clear statement of the
goals of the review.

b) Data sources: specify database, search
methodology, languages covered and time
frame.

c) Study selection: Criteria used to select
articles for detailed review.

d) Data extraction: Means of assessing qual-
ity, validity and comparability of axtracted
data.

e) Data synthesis: Specify statistical tech-
niques used for data analysis.

f) Conclusions: Concise statement of primary
inferences with any recommendations.

Tables: Each table must be on a separate
page, must have a brief title and footnotes
should appear below the main table text. Do
not use vertical rules in the tables and use a
minimum of horizontal rules. Define all abbre-
viations.
